Tax certificates
are available for all donations.

Renovation Station is located at 300 Eddy Court in
Franklin. Store hours are Tuesday through Friday
10am-4pm and Saturday 8am-2pm. Renovation Sta-
tion is closed Sunday, Monday and most holidays.

The store is staffed primarily by volunteers who help
clean and display new merchandise, pick-up and re-
ceive donations, assist customers, and run the check
out register.

On Friday, February 24, 2006, over 100 Williamson County
Habitat supporters gathered at First Presbyterian Church in
Franklin for the first annual Williamson County Habitat Appre-
ciation Dinner.

Every part of the Habitat community was present and repre-
sented at the Dinner, Habitat families, staff, board members,
sponsors, volunteers and supporters. The food was excellent.
The fellowship and camaraderie around the tables were even
better, as we came together to celebrate the work of so many
who have brought hope and safe, decent homes to 66 William-
son County Habitat families since 1992. The Dinner was
chaired by last year's Habitat President, Steve Lewis, who
deserves special thanks for birthing this occasion.

As we begin another year of service, it is important to take
stock of where we are and what has been accomplished. Last
year we partnered with eight Habitat families who purchased
new homes. Since 1992, 22 Williamson County churches
have served as sponsors, either individually or as a co-
sponsor with other churches. Student organizations from eight
high schools have served as sponsors. Twenty-two busi-
nesses, civic clubs and associations have served as sponsors,
along with the Tennessee General Assembly, City of Franklin,
Williamson County and Amy Grant. We appreciate the contri-
bution of each and look forward to our continuing partnership
to accomplish the mission of Habitat in Williamson County.

The
schools are building their 4th house and DW is doing it again
for the 4th time also.

Our prayer and goal from the beginning has been to be able
to cover our administrative expenses by our fundraisers and
the donations we receive. When that happens 100% of the
mortgage money can go to the building of new homes.

We believe that we are close to that dream. Pray with us for
the success of Renovation Station and affordable, build-able,
lots.

Sponsors will continue to be a great need, which means that
we will continue to need that financial help from churches,
groups of churches, corporations, and service organizations.
