Williamson County’s 9th annual HABItee golf tourna-
ment is just around the corner. This popular fundrais-
ing event will be held on July 11th at Legends Golf
Club in Franklin. Habitat for Humanity of Williamson
County hopes to raise $75,000 this year and have as-
sembled some fantastic prizes for the winning partici-
pants! Prizes will be awarded to first, second and
third place teams finishing the tournament, as well as
individuals who raise the most money. First, second and third place teams win
lunch and a round of golf at The Honors Course, The Golf Club of Tennessee
and Vanderbilt Legends Golf Club, respectively. Individuals who raise $1,250
will receive a $100 gift certificate to a golf shop. Those who raise $3,000 will
receive their choice of a golf club ($300 retail value) or a two-night/three day
visit to Whitestone Country inn, including room, breakfast and dinner for two.
For $7,000 raised, the golfer earns either a golf club ($500 retail value) or a two-
night/three-day stay at any Ritz Carlton Resort in the US, including accommo-
dations for two adults and two children, breakfast and $150 Ritz currency. The
prize for individuals raising $10,000 is a three-night/four day Pinehurst getaway
for two people that includes one round of golf per day.

All participants must solicit contributions in order to play. Habitat will follow-up
with the contributors after the tournament. However, participants are encour-
aged to have as much money as possible in hand the day of the tournament.
The HABItee is an 18-hole tournament played in a four-man scramble format.
Golfers can sign up as a team or as individuals. (Habitat will assist in grouping
individuals into four-man teams.) All teams must designate one member as
captain.

Proceeds from this fundraiser will go to build decent,
affordable housing for deserving individuals and fami-
lies in Williamson County. All prospective homeown-
ers must accumulate at least 500 hours of “sweat eq-
uity” working on other Habitat homes and participating
in community volunteer work. Candidates are also
required to participate in a comprehensive 13-week
budgeting and financial planning class. At the end of
the process homeowners pay $1,500 in closing costs
and begin a 20-year, zero-interest mortgage. Monthly
mortgage payments are then recycled into the “Fund for Humanity” that is des-
ignated to build more houses.

This year's HABItee will be a wonderful opportunity for Williamson County golf
enthusiasts to indulge their hobby and help build houses at the same time!

All of use know what momentum is. We know when an organiza-
tion has it or when it doesn’t.

We have hired Laurie Kush, formerly our office man-
ager, to the post of Development Director. She will be responsi-
ble for generating funds and sponsorships to help us serve more
people. We are currently very close to developing an “E-store”
where donated materials and supplies can be offered online as a
way to generate additional funding.

(four states). We were also awarded Middle Size Affiliate of the
Year for 2004. This is a national honor that speaks highly of the
efforts of the staff and board.

In closing, thank you for the role you play in helping our affiliate
flourish. | recently read a quote, “no one is as smart as all of us.”
Please continue to think and pray for ways we might serve better.

Jennifer’s first role as a volunteer was on a build site. She quickly learned that bored volunteers = unhappy
volunteers, and as co-chair of BUMC's builds makes it her mission to keep other volunteers happy. “I love
working with people and making volunteering fun...Volunteers that have fun at a well-organized build site, will
come back year after year.” Of working with Habitat Jennifer says, “I love working with an organization that is
committed in helping people by giving them the ‘tools’ to take a step up in the

life...this being done by education, mentoring, and setting a Christ-like example.

Born a “Navy kid” in San Diego, California Jennifer has lived in Dallas, Houston,

Nashville, Jackson (MS), and Rochester (NY). Jennifer and her husband Sean

attend BUMC. Jennifer was in the travel and hospitality business for 15 years, and today works part-time for
Brentview Realty. She says that, “Habitat last year helped me get through the toughest year of my life! In
January 2004, | suffered from a deep bout of depression after quitting my job. It took me several months to re-
cover and then in April 2004 it was time to plan for Habitat. | could hardly motivate myself on a daily basis.
Habitat helped me recover from depression by helping others—one of the best undiscovered therapies in the
world! By focusing on helping others and getting involved, | truly feel that this organization helped me kick de-
pression! | have depression, but | feel that | have control with the grace of God, to manage this illness.”

Jennifer’s volunteer interests extend beyond habitat. She serves as the co-chair for BUMC’s Homebound Min-
istry, organizing volunteers to visit church members that are shut-it or in nursing or skilled care facilities. Jenni-
fer also volunteers on Fridays as McKendree Village Retirement Community visiting members of her church,
and leading a trivia and prayer share in the afternoons.

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SPRING BRINGS NEW HABITAT HOMES

The start of spring brought a new year of building for Habitat for Humanity of Williamson County. With a goal to
build 10 houses in 2005 in mind, HFHWC started building in April with Habitat High of Williamson County first in line
as a sponsor.

Habitat High is a coalition of five local high schools (Brentwood, Centennial, Franklin, Independence, and Raven-
wood) that, for the second year, came together to build a home with HFHWC. Brentwood,

Centennial and Franklin Highs had in previous years built separately, but after expressing a

desire to build every year decided to pool their resources and efforts. Each school’'s chapter

is supervised by a teacher sponsor and led by student officers. The schools work through-

out the year to raise the $55,000 necessary to sponsor a house through fundraisers that

vary from pizza eating contests to going door to door in neighborhoods throughout William-

son County in their annual Knock & Deliver campaign.

The students’ enthusiasm and determination to build a home for new homeowner Nick Clabough was on display
during the construction. On the day roofing was completed HFHWC construction manager Gregg Elliott said that
one Brentwood High student was determined to get the job done. Elliott explains, “His dad came to pick him up and
he said, ‘Come back in an hour.” He came back and he ended up waiting another 45 minutes for him. He wasn't
going to leave until we said we were leaving. | love to see that.”

During the month of May Brentwood United Methodist Church built a new home for LaDonna
Brooks and her 11 year old daughter Shawnee, and, with seven houses under their belt, the
church is full of Habitat pros. This year’'s house, a two story, presented new challenges for the
church. The construction of a two story house often takes longer than the traditional HFHWC
one story, but BUMC completed the house in the normal four week build schedule. Volunteers
and the Brooks family took communion in the unfinished house on the second day of the build.

LaDonna has worked at Academy Sports for four years, and for several months she has been

working to help set-up the Westview Homeowners’ Association for her new neighborhood.

LaDonna’s hard work and determination to make a better life for her daughter is paying off, not

only with the construction of their new home, but with Shawnee’s education. Shawnee recently
completed academic testing at Battleground Academy, and, after testing well above her grade level, received a
scholarship.
