Those eight families,
for the first time, will celebrate Christmas in a
home of their own. Three of those families
moved in just in time for Christmas.

Betty and Willis Petway, while never affluent,

made a good life for their family in Franklin until
Willis suffered a stroke. The stroke left Willis unable to work and the
family, unable to afford anything else on Betty’'s salary alone, was forced
to move into a rental home in poor condition. The house had little insula-
tion, a leaking roof, rotting floors, and inadequate electricity and plumb-
ing. Though Betty and Willis’ own children are grown, they have taken
on the responsibility of raising one of their granddaughters. This Christ-
mas the Petway family is celebrating in a warm, dry home of their own.

The Ogorodnik family, Stanislav and Galina and their youngest son
Ruslan, came to the United States as religious refugees from the Ukraine
two years ago. The family suffered from religious persecution at the
hands of the KGB during the Cold War, and lived in constant fear of per-
secution even after the Soviet Union disbanded. Stanislav, the sole
breadwinner for his large family, was thrown in a Soviet prison for two
years for sharing his religious faith. Through it all, Stanislav, a carpenter
for fifty years, dreamed of building a home of his own someday. This Oc-
tober that dream finally became a reality right here in Williamson County.

Michelle Morris and her son Corbin will celebrate Christmas for the first
time in a home of their own. Michelle has worked hard to become a
homeowner and to get her young son out of public housing and into a
safer environment. This Christmas holds more than one exciting oppor-
tunity for the family, Michelle is starting a new, bet-

ter job in Franklin. And this spring Michelle, while

still working full-time, plans to begin college

classes, taking the first steps towards her dream

of completing her college education.

Next year more families will have the opportunity
to celebrate Christmas in a new home of their
own. May God bless you and yours, and the mis-
sion of Habitat for Humanity of Williamson County
this Christmas.

Volunteer shifts are tentatively
planned to be: 9:30 am to 1:15 pm and 1 pm to 4:30 pm during the week, and 7:30 am to 11 am
and 10:45 am to 2:30 pm on Saturdays.
