Habitat for Humanity of Williamson County builds simple, decent houses that
are sold for $75,000 (approximate cost of building). The houses are built 70%
by volunteer labor and financed by 0% mortgages. Most of the funds and the
volunteer labor can be provided by a sponsor or sponsors.
Volunteer do most of the building. Each day of construction requires between
15-20 volunteers that are usually supplied by the sponsor or sponsors.
HFHWC is totally responsible for supervision of the build and for the
procurement of building materials and sub-contractors.
There are various sponsorship opportunities churches or groups can
participate in:
Provide $55,000 and 15-20 volunteers per work day. (Houses are usually
completed in eight work day). Work day are determined by the sponsors.
Partner with another or several other churches to provide the funds and
volunteers. The amount provided by each partner will be determined by
those patrticipating.
If we can provide decent living conditions for families in substandard housing,
we will also provide the opportunity for children in these families to have a
fighting chance of escaping the confines of poverty.
Habitat for Humanity of Williamson County is three sponsors short of our
potential to build new homes in 2005.
